Participation in Class

Students are expected to participate fully in class and to come prepared to begin class at its
start time. Students should be dressed for class, having used the bathroom if necessary, or
gotten a drink of water before class begins. This will allow for students to receive instruction for
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the full class time. Parents are encouraged to volunteer at the center or visit in the coffee shop
or family lounge during class. This will make it easier for students to not be distracted and help
them to focus on their class. If your student is sick or injured please send a message on Slack
to his or her teacher prior to class. If the injury was severe enough, then a doctor’s note is
needed to allow them to return to class. Our Groupzu website now has new information
available to you! Within each class you can find files, your child’s attendance and any videos
that were taken in class.

Class Payment

Payment for class teacher fees is due on the first day of class unless other

arrangements have been made with the teacher. Students will not be allowed to attend classes
without payment. Please communicate directly with the teacher about this and do not include
the student.

Student Progress and Certificate of Completion

Our students will get to display their first semester’s progress at the Christmas Dance Show. It
will be a great opportunity to see what all of the classes are doing, as well as to communicate
with your student’s teacher. A certificate of completion will be given at the dance department
party (to be held during the last week of second semester in place of their class that week) as
well as a recommendation for remaining in or advancing to the next level.

Dance Shows / Costumes

Each year the dance department hosts two dance shows in which students will have the
opportunity to participate. The first will be a Christmas Show and the second will be our big
Spring Dance Show. Please add these dates to your calendars now, as to avoid any conflicts in
December and May. Even though there will be three Christmas shows, our Child and Youth level
dance classes will each be performing at only one show. More specific information regarding
which show your student will be in will be available after our fall classes get underway. We are
making every effort to need very minimal parent volunteer involvement for this show as parent
participation in the Spring Show is mandatory and essential for its success.

We have a costume rental program in order to make our shows more cost effective for our
students and their families. The rental fee per semester is $25 for most classes. For your



convenience, students will pay their costume fee for the Christmas and the Spring Dance
Shows as an admin fee during their class registrations.

Additional Information

It is sometimes necessary for the instructor to use physical contact in order to show a
correction or adjust alignment. If a student is uncomfortable with this please email or direct
message the instructor so they are aware and accommodations can be made. The teachers will
be attempting to record the new material taught in class periodically and posting it to their class
channel on Slack. This should enable the student to learn the new material if they miss a class
due to sickness. The Spring Dance Show will be professionally filmed, edited and made
available for you to view during the summer. Portions of this video may be shared in the future
on Fall Preview Night to demonstrate what the classes are like, as well as on the dance page of
our new website. Care will be taken to follow the parent’s wishes on the center’s signed
video/photo release form.
